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Tandem Skydive Participant Declaration and Risk Acknowledgement 
 

This declaration applies to individuals undertaking a tandem skydive at a Parachute Training Organisation (PTO) affiliated with British 
Skydiving, the trading name of the British Parachute Association Ltd. 
 
By participating in a tandem skydive you confirm that you have read and agree to the following. 
 
1. Acknowledgement of Risk 
Skydiving is an extreme activity. 
Even when conducted with appropriate equipment, instruction and supervision, participation carries a risk of serious injury or death. 
By undertaking a tandem skydive you voluntarily accept the inherent risks associated with skydiving. 
 
2. Participation at Affiliated Parachute Training Organisations 
Tandem skydives conducted under British Skydiving take place at Parachute Training Organisations affiliated with British Skydiving and 
are carried out under the authority of British Skydiving operational and safety requirements. 
Participants must comply with all instructions given by instructors and authorised personnel operating at the affiliated Parachute 
Training Organisation. 
 
3. Medical Fitness 
Participants must ensure they are medically fit to undertake a tandem skydive. 
Participants must complete the required medical self-declaration before the skydive. 
If a participant has any medical condition that may affect their ability to safely undertake a tandem skydive, they should seek 
appropriate medical advice before participating. 
Medical requirements are available online on Form 115A. 
 
4. Compliance with Instructor Instructions 
Participants must follow all instructions given by the tandem instructor and authorised staff before, during and after the skydive. 
Failure to follow safety instructions may result in the skydive being cancelled. 
 
5. Safety Authority 
The tandem instructor and the Parachute Training Organisation have absolute authority to cancel or stop a skydive at any time if they 
consider it unsafe to proceed. 
This may include decisions relating to: 

• weather conditions 

• equipment 

• aircraft operations 

• medical concerns 

• participant behaviour 

• any other safety considerations. 

Participants must comply with these decisions. 
 
6. Insurance 
Participants undertaking a tandem skydive at a British Skydiving affiliated Parachute Training Organisation are covered by the British 
Skydiving third-party liability insurance policy, subject to policy limits, terms and exclusions.

7. Data Protection 
British Skydiving processes personal data in accordance with the UK General Data Protection Regulation (UK GDPR) and the Data 
Protection Act 2018. 
Details are available in the Privacy Notice online. 
 
8. Age Requirement 
The minimum age for a tandem skydive is 16 years. 
Participants under the age of 18 must have written consent from a parent or legal guardian before participating. 
 
9. Governing Law 
This agreement is governed by the laws of England and Wales. 
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
